You will be creating a family tree poster based on your real family, or a made-up one. You will create the poster with real pictures, pictures cut out from magazines, or other media. You must have at least ten family members pictured and labeled on the tree and write at least five sentences for five of the family members; following the requirements on the rubric. Be sure to pay attention to grammar and vocabulary!


Below is a list of the major topics that you will need to discuss when writing about your family tree. Page numbers and hints about the topics are listed, as well. This list is not inclusive of ALL material you need to know. It is merely a guide to help you.
· Descriptions.  Describe family members personalities and physical appearance using six different adjectives. **Hint: when giving physical/personality descriptions, use the verb ‘ser’.**

· Conjugations of the verb ‘ser’ are on page 37 in textbook

· Adjectives used to describe people are on page 75 in textbook

· Remember to match all adjectives to the noun they describe in NUMBER AND GENDER! (pg 66 in textbook)
· Example: Mi madre es baja y seria. Yo soy bajo y cómico.
· Age/Birthdays. Describe the age and birthday of family members. Write all numbers in words.
· Telling age – Use the verb TENER. **Hint: in Spanish, saying someone’s age is like saying the person “has  #  years.” ** Conjugations of the verb ‘tener’ are on page 91 in textbook.
· Information on telling someone’s age is on pg 168 in textbook.
· Saying dates – information is on page 171 in textbook
· Example: Mi madre tiene cincuenta y cinco años. Su cumpleaños es el veinte y dos de diciembre del mil novecientos cincuenta.
· Family Relationship – Describe the relationship of family members to you and their relationship to two other family members.
· Use the verb ‘ser’ and possessive adjectives to describe the relationship between things. 
· Information on possessive adjectives is on page 169 in textbook.
· Use the “de” construction instead of  ‘s  – pg 166
· Example: Es mi madre. Es la hija de mi abuela y la hermana de mi tío.

· Likes/Dislikes – Describe one thing that 2 of the family members like/dislike to do and a food that they like/dislike.  
· Use the verb ‘gustar’ to express likes/dislikes. Conjugation of ‘gustar’ is on page 145 in textbook. **Hint: There are only 2 ways to conjugate gustar!!**
· REMEMBER: the ‘annoying friend’ words that ALWAYS goes in front of ‘gustar’. (me, te, le, etc.)
· Example: A mi madre le gusta bailar. A mi madre le gustan uvas.
